Quotes can now be split and separately managed by a new feature — Project Manger which is
accessed from the Job Details area on the quote tree.

You can split an existing quote into smaller Jobs (which use the same master quote number but
different suffixes). These Jobs are all individual V6 quotes which can have their frame sizes and
options altered to suit manufacturing needs which still being linked for costings back to the original
Project Quote Manager.
