As Price Groups determine the Overhead & Margins you wish to apply, they are normally set by
Customer Type. Thus using Price Groups as your Discount Matrix type would apply discounts by
Customer Type.

Once you have determined HOW you wish to set up these Matrixes it is a simple matter of applying the
appropriate Discount Group to them.
